Rehearsal Information

In order to make a solid commitment to this production, there are some things you need to be aware of before you audition.  This production is a musical in which ALL members of the cast are essential to its success. 

It is only fair that you know what you are committing to, before you say “yes.” So here are the basics:

1. Every rehearsal is important. Rehearsals will be Sundays from 2-6 pm and one or two weekdays from 6-9pm. Exact rehearsal days will be announced before auditions. This schedule will NOT change until tech week. That week, there will be rehearsals every evening.  What that means to you is that you will be able to plan family, work and personal activities around this schedule, knowing we won’t mess with it.  After all, you have a life outside of this production!

2. Rehearsals will start and end on time!

3. If there is a conflict with a particular rehearsal date…talk to us.  We will try, if possible, to work around it.  The only exception to that will be the last two weeks before the performance…those are NOT NEGOTIABLE AND THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTIONS.

4. If you are sick and unable to attend a rehearsal, it is essential you call the director as early as possible, so rehearsal can be adjusted to make the best use of everyone’s time.

5. Since we are a small community theatre, everyone is a part of every facet of the show. So everyone will be expected to help with set-building, move in and strike for the show unless prior arrangements are made.

AUDITIONS

In order to be fair, here is what we expect in the audition process and what you can expect from us.
What Can You Expect

1. An informal, relaxed atmosphere (not the Spanish Inquisition).

2. No intimidation or judgmental attitudes.

3. No pre-chosen parts.

4. Fairness regarding a conflict with a rehearsal date.  If it can be resolved or worked around, a conflict will not necessarily disqualify you from a part.
What We Expect

1. Required: Head Shot and Resume of past experience.  (Past experience not required). 
2. Wear comfortable, appropriate clothing and shoes for movement (no sandals or flip flops).
3. There will be a dance audition; we will teach it, then see how you are able to repeat it. 
4. Song: Come with a prepared song with sheet music (accompanist provided) 16-32 bars in length, The song should be in the style of the show and you may even sing a song from Oliver. Acappella or CD accompanied songs not permitted!  Time does not permit singing complete songs, so understand we will stop you when we have heard what we need to hear.  We may also ask you to sing something we choose.
How Parts Are Chosen

While we would love to give you the opportunity to perform “your dream role,” please understand that it is our job is to place those in roles that we feel can be most successful in that part.  If you audition, hoping to get a specific part, please understand that our goal is two-fold, to give people opportunities to grow in their craft and to present productions of excellence.  
Parts are chosen by the audition committee with the director having the final say.  There will be a lot of time and deliberation that goes in to selecting each part (including minor roles).  Factors that influence our decision are:

1. The audition—Were you prepared?  How well did you do?

2. Physical characteristics—Do you fit the part?  
3. Time commitment—If you cannot commit to the necessary rehearsals, then we cannot place you in that role.

4. Matching cast members—We sometimes have to consider size in relationship to a part.  (Example:  If you desire a role of a wife and the actor chosen to play the husband is a foot shorter than you are…)

SYNOPSIS

Cast of Characters
Oliver Twist, the protagonist of the story. He is a lonely orphan boy born in the workhouse. Soprano.

Fagin, a conniving career criminal, takes in homeless boys and teaches them to pick pockets for him. Baritone.

Nancy, Bill Sikes's lover. She takes a liking to Oliver and treats him like her own child, but is eventually murdered for the steps she takes in behalf of him. Alto

Mr. Brownlow, Oliver's grandfather, a kind man of wealth and breeding. Spoken
Bill Sikes, Nancy's brutal and abusive lover, a burglar and her eventual murderer. Bariton

Mr. Bumble, the pompous beadle of the workhouse in which Oliver was born. Bariton

The Artful Dodger, the cleverest of Fagin's pickpockets, he introduces Fagin to Oliver. Soprano

Mr. and Mrs. Sowerberry, the insensitive couple who take in Oliver and use him in their funeral business. Bariton/Soprano

Mrs. Corney, the matron of the workhouse where Oliver was born, later marries Mr. Bumble.Soprano

Charlotte Sowerberry, the rude but also flirtatious daughter of the Sowerberrys. Spoken/cameo
Noah Claypole, The Sowerberrys' apprentice, he bullies Oliver about his mother and enjoys a flirty relationship with Charlotte. Spoken/cameo
Bet, Nancy's friend, one of Fagin's former pickpockets. Alto

Charley Bates, one of Fagin's pickpockets. He is Dodger's sidekick.

Mrs. Bedwin, house-servant to Mr. Brownlow and caretaker of Oliver. Soprano

Dr. Grimwig – Spoken/cameo
Old Sally – Spoken/cameo
Charley Bates – Spoken/cameo
Workhouse Children – ages 9-16
